The three main priorities to which | referred in previous reports were: the continuing development of the playing
field; speed reduction measures; and joint working with the Village Hall committee to safeguard and develop the
building. Progress has continued in all these areas:

* The playing field has an increasing range of equipment and facilities, while work is proceeding to address both
maintenance and development issues.

* The first phases of structural work to the village hall (to which we have made a financial contribution) are
complete.
